6. For the protection of your furniture, we recommend that the product is placed on a protected surface
during assembly to prevent any damage.

7. During assembly please take care not to over-tighten any fittings, as this may damage the product.
Do not use power tools.

8. Always place the product on a flat, steady and stable surface.

9. Do not stand on the product. Do not use the product as a stepladder.

10. This product is intended for indoor, household use only as it is a non-industrial product.

11. Please use caution and care when lifting the product to avoid personal injury and/or product damage.

WALL AFFIXING STEP

e For extra stability, you must fix your product to the wall using the additional hardware (F ), as shown.

e Screw is fixed through the bracket and into the wall plug .

e Should you choose not to affix the product to the wall, serious injury may be caused if the product tips over.
e  Please consider the wall mounting & fixing guide when securing the product.
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WARNING

Any furniture that is not anchored to a wall has the potential to tip over in certain circumstances, ie. if a child attempts to climb on the
furniture or in the event of an earthquake. Accordingly, we recommend that all furniture is anchored to a wall. We supply a free safety
wall anchor with all furniture sold and we recommend these are used to prevent your product tipping. The fixing device provided
should fit most wall types, but please note that different wall materials may require different fixing devices from those supplied.

e Take extra care when drilling high walls, ceiling and ceramic tiles. Ensure wall plugs are
inserted beyond the thickness of the ceramic tiles to avoid splitting or cracking.

e Ifyou are unsure, please select a larger screw and wall plug.
e Ensure that you use the recommended drill bit to match the wall plug and hole size.
® Ensure that wall plugs are well fitted and are a tight fit in the drilled hole.

TYPES OF WALLS

Use one of the following types of wall plug (not included) if your walls are made of brick, breeze
block, concrete, stone or wood. Screws may be able to be fixed directly to solid wood walls as they
will provide a secure anchor point.
